they can be claimed as a dependent by another person.

To receive the payment, individuals must file a 2007 taxme Even people who are otherwise not required to
file, because they have very low incomes or nontaxabhefits, must file a Form 1040A to claim their ESP.
Anyone who has already filed a Form 1040 or 1040A — or a 1048&&isg $3,000 or more for 2007 —does

not need to do anything else.
